Format

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Format (Cont.) 

First Page of the Essay

identifying information. The text of the essay should begin 2” down the page. Do not include 
your name on the first page or any subsequent page of the essay.

Each piece 
of information in your essay must be responsibly sourced, either in a footnote, 
endnote, or parentheses following the use in the body of your essay.
